The City of Burlington was awarded a $17.5 million Transportation Investment Generating Economic Recovery
Grant in 2018, using the money to revamp the Riverfront and Main and Jefferson streets in the Downtown
District due to the flood mitigation and sewer separation project.

Portzen Construction, Inc. has finished work on the 800 block of Jefferson Street for the winter. If weather is
favorable, Portzen will resume on the 800 block of Jefferson on March 7. On the riverfront, boat ramps are being
poured and will continue work through the winter. Water main and sanitary sewer connection is taking place

in the parking lot of Memorial Auditorium and on the North side of the Port.
